CITIZEN’S CONCERNS - Jim Gabriel a resident of Flatiron Drive
showed the council pictures of an area across the road where a pond
of water formed over the weekend. Gabriel used a pump to bring the
water down, once that was done the water started to drain. Problem
could have been snow and ice around the intakes and some of the
tubes could have been plugged.

Mayor Wilson thanked Gabriel for his assistance and informed him that
the City will be looking into the problem and it will be taken care of to
avoid it happening again.

WATER BILL POLICY REVIEW - Kaalberg and Duncan of the Utility
Committee met with City employees to work on a solution to reduce
the number of late water bill payments. Committee recommends
leaving the 10% penalty applied after the 15% for unpaid bills. Then
approximately 10 days later any unpaid bill will receive a 24 hr notice
placed on their door along with a $25.00 fee. If bill is not paid within
24hrs water will be disconnected at that residence. Bill will have to be
paid along with a $50.00 reconnect fee to turn the services back on.

These changes will require and ordinance amendment and will be on
the next agenda
